Establishing a protected area



Understanding polity, administration and governance
(spatial units, legal documents: laws, regulative orders, ordinances, duties…) 

is one of the biggest challenges for Biosphere Reserves (designations). 
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France: Parc naturel régional du Queyras
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• Organisation form of French parques naturels régioneaux: syndicate mixte (exists since 1935)

mode of intercommunal cooperation,

can include cooperation between municipalities but also between municipalities and
départements.
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Italy: Parco del Monviso
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The authority of the Piemont Region founded in 2016 

inherited structures of the former «Parco del Po Cuneese»: 
- area of other protected areas and Natura 2000 network sites under management: over 10,000 hectares

- involved municipalities: Caramagna Piemonte, Casalgrasso, Casteldelfino, Crissolo, Faule, Oncino, Ostana, Paesana, Pancalieri, Polonghera, 
Pontechianale, Revello, Saluzzo, Villafranca Piemonte

- 2 Unions of Mountain Municipalities

- 2 Provinces

- 1 Regional Nature Park

- 8 Regional Nature Reserves

- 7 Special Areas of Conservation

- 2 Valleys: Po Valley and Varaita Valley

- Monviso: 3,841 m above sea level, the highest mountain in the Cottian Alps

- springs of the Po: the Pian del Re (2,020 m above sea level) in the Po Valley feeding the longest river in Italy

- Buco di Viso: the first alpine tunnel, built in 1480

- more than 20 alpine lakes- over 7 hectares of peat bogs

• area of long-term protection of the ecosystems and animal and plant species present within it (also from a legal 
point of view)

• Buffer zone
• administrative boundaries of the municipalities affected by protection and of other importance

• adjacent to the core area 

• development of sustainable activities for a use of natural resources that respects biodiversity in favor of the 
management or rehabilitation of ecosystems

• Transition zone
• the other 75 Italian municipalities affected by the transboundary reserve

• a cooperation area which is not subject to legal constraints

• human activities and settlements - economic and social activities are supposed to implement sustainable 
development projects and best practice, for the benefit of the local resident population.

Local go-NGO: example Reinhardswald
Nature Park
• Organisation form: association (     authority)

• Board: chief district administrator and mayors of
member communities and cities

• Managing director and 7 staff members

• Funding by state and member communities

Functions:

• „Narrative“ for a region

• Projects

• Sustainable tourism

• No legal authority (permission or agreement-regulation 
procedures)
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“in Ukraine managers desired to reinforce their power by having a legal mandate 
whereas in Sweden managers avoided to emphasize legislation when 
collaborating with local stakeholders” (Elbakidze et al. 2013, p.185).

Legal recognition of Biosphere Reserves
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Governance form and duties
(consequences of governance forms)

An NGO cannot be a nature conservation authority (e.g. UNB). 
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Enforcement

• „Hard“ tools (permission) and standardised
procedures

• Better overview of what is happening in 
the protected area

• Easier coordination
• Landscape governance less fragmented

No enforcement/NGO structure

• Motivation and „Biosphere team spirit“ more
difficult to establish when seen as state
authority?

• Flexibility higher in NGOs (e.g. monitoring or
organizing events outside usual working hours, 
public relations)

 difficult in administrative structures
• Creativity vs. structure?

Legal status: how is the protected area defined legally?

• In Germany, the legal protection of biosphere reserves required by the international criteria is 
defined in Section 25 ( 1) of the Federal Nature Conservation Act (BNatSchG). The protection, 
maintenance and development of biosphere reserves and the implementation of the guidelines 
are the responsibility of the federal states in Germany.
 Biosphere Reserve according to §25 Bundesnaturschutzgesetz 

• Core areas: Naturschutzgebiete (nature conservation area) according to §23 
Bundesnaturschutzgesetz – the most legally binding nature conservation category

• Buffer zones: Landschaftsschutzgebiete (landscape protection area) according to §26 
Bundesnaturschutzgesetz

• Transition areas: (partly) Landschaftsschutzgebiete according to §26 Bundesnaturschutzgesetz
